For those that are interested The Commonwealth 
Department of the Environment, Water, Heritage 
and the Arts administers legislation designed to 
regulate the international movement of wildlife, 
and products containing wildlife. 
 
It does this under Part 13A of the Environment 
Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 
(EPBC Act). The EPBC Act Live Import List 
identifies: 
- in Part 1, those species that may be imported 
into Australia without a permit issued by the 
Department 
- in Part 2, those species that may be imported 
into Australia, but require a permit issued by the 
Department 
Species not included on the EPBC Act Live Import 
List may not be imported into Australia.  
 
You will note that Ricordia Florida is not listed on 
the EPBC Act Live Import List as per the following 
link. 
http://www.environment.gov.au/biodiversity/trade-
use/lists/import/amend/index.html 
 
As such, live specimens of Ricordea florida are 
considered to be a prohibited import under 
Australian law.  
 
Heavy fines or penalties may apply in instances 
where a person(s) is found guilty of illegally 
importing or being in possession of such a 
specimen without a reasonable excuse.  
 
Obviously the use of the term "without a 
reasonable excuse" is open to interpretation and 
based on this The MASA Committee is in the 
process of writing to the Department to seek 
clarification once and for all. 
 
Once the repsonse is received it will be made 
available to all and then you can make your own 
choices.

MASWA members are able to bring along water 
samples to any meeting and test their water. 
 

This is handy to verify your own test kits, or to try 
a kit you donôt have at 
home. 
 

The kits are mainly Salifert 
tests and include PH, 
Calcium, Carbonate 
Hardness/ Alkalinity, 
Nitrate and Silicate. 
 

MASWA now have 
HANNA digital 
phosphate meter to 
accurately test your 
phosphate level up to 2 
decimal points. 
 
This is a great free 
resource so be sure to take advantage of it so 
bring about 100ml of water sample.
